Characteristics of Heating Operation

Defrosting e The heating capability of the system will drop if the outdoor unit frosts
operation up. Therefore, the system will go into defrosting operation
automatically.
e The system will stop blowing out hot air, and “ &/® " (Defrost/Hot
start) will be displayed on the remote controller.
e The system will return to normal operation with an elapse of
approximately six to eight minutes (but not more than 10 minutes).

Hot start e When the system goes into heating operation, the wind will stop in
order to prevent cold air from blowing out of the system in defrosting
(VRV only) operation.
